1.  When is the first day of training for 2013 season?
August 26th - 11:30am - 1:00pm

2. Do I need to sign up and pay participation fee before the start date?
Yes, you will not be able to participate unless you have been signed off with the book keeper, which includes a physical form completed by your doctor.

3. How many practices do I need to compete in my first game?
10 and these do not count until you are eligible to participate; signed off by book keeper

4. Is there bus transportation to and from away games?
Yes, there is bus transportation to games. Players are able to leave game with parents as long as they sign their child out each game (sheet provided) There is NO bus transportation after the games. (ONLY RETURN BUS FROM BAINBRIDGE ISLAND GAME)

5. What time will the bus depart from campus to games?
Departure times will be posted next to away contests.

6. Are there soccer t-shirts & Sweatshirts/Sweatpants for your child to purchase?
Yes, more information will be available once teams are confirmed

7. Do the uniforms get turned in at the end of the year?
Yes, all uniforms and gear issued from coaches MUST be turned in at the end of season. This would include home and away jersey, Warm ups; tops and bottoms and bags. We have noted which players have what gear and if any gear is missing or damaged you will be fined. 

8. What if my child misses a class or complete day of schools, does this affect her eligibility to participate in sport?
